Beefing up Security

Security in the workplace is more important than ever before. Many industries are beefing up there existing security plans and many companies are developing plans for the very first time to protect their employees and facilities from a variety of threats.

Security threats come in many forms

Terrorist attacks, biological agents, violent intruders, bomb threats, theft of property, trade secrets, or computer data, domestic violence incidents that follow the victim to campus or as internal workplace violence.

Keeping Outsiders Out and Insiders Secure


Enter and exit the buildings only through assigned doors.


If working after hours, please make sure that the door you use, to enter or leave 

the Building, is LOCKED.


Remain alert and cautious when entering and leaving the buildings.


Keep doors closed and locked. NEVER leave them propped open.


Report broken or faulty lights, doors, windows, or locks right away to your 

supervisor or to Facility Services at ext.6675.


Never lend your keys or access cards to anyone.


Report any suspicious and/or unidentified strangers to your supervisor or to 

Campus Police at x6666.


Report any troubling behavior, such as threatening violence or any signs of 

alcohol, drugs, or weapons to your supervisor or to Campus Police at x6666.


Store your personal belongings in LOCKED drawers, lockers or cabinets.


Keep tool cribs, equipment lockers, supply closets, or A/V Rooms LOCKED 

when not in use.

Report suspicious activities and/or packages

Report any suspicious and/or unidentified strangers. Report any troubling behavior or activities (threats, drugs, alcohol, weapons). Report any suspicious packages and letters.

Everyone is responsible for safety. Your life and well being could depend on you being aware and alert of the environment around you. Please make sure you know how and to whom you will report any safety and security emergencies.
